Literally Saves Lives of Young Boys & Girls On Drugs

Principal of the North Shore Recovery High
School in Beverly had our meeting of Rotarians
and guests riveted in silence as she and her guest
student Alyssa told of the incredible drug and sub-
stance abuse in our country’s schools that teachers
are just beginning to learn about!

Michelle explained that most teachers today have
no comprehension that many of their students have
a growing substance abuse - it seldom shows in
the classroom but is destroying the boys and girls
and their abilities to learn - quite often their par-
ents have no idea either “until it is too late”.

Alyssa was a wonderful speaker - she
told us how she tried this medication and that one
as her friends suggested and then, no longer effec-
tive tried more and more as her buddies sat around
evenings having wonderful experiences until, for
many it was too late.

Alyssa said she and her friends were
about 14 at this time - she was an “A” student and
a leading figure skater too! By the time she tried
Heroin at the urging of her friends, it was too late
to turn back, she told us.

Fortunately, upon a collapse she was
found by police, rushed to the hospital and was re-
vived - after a long medical series of events she
was introduced to the North Shore Recovery
High School in Beverly which was just what she
needed!

Trained experts provided Alyssa with just
the right skills to return to her learning abilities
and this year she will be graduating from Clark
University in Worcester ! !

Michelle explained that the most recent
data show that 82.4% of Junior High & High
School students now use drugs! This has sky-
rocketed in just the past few years!
